The rising cost of gas coupled with
environmental concerns indicates
we should adopt a more moderate
approach to boat use. 

The waterfront staff has been
asked to monitor boat operations to
ensure a balanced use of the new
boat over the course of the summer
among campers and staff.

With these factors in mind, a daily
limit of three runs per camper/staff
member will be introduced this
summer. We know you will
understand when the boat is not
always available for that extra run.

We have also added two Hobie
Wave sail boats to our fleet. We
know you will enjoy these easy to
sail and responsive boats. Thanks

to the McFadyen family for the
donation of one of the new Hobie
Wave sailboats in memory of
family members and long-time
campers Mary Ann and Mark.

Don’t forget to check out the new
clothing line in the Tuck Shop.

Again this year we will be asking
campers to help ensure that their
use of extra tents/tarps and all the
associated extra furniture and
equipment outside their cabins
does not overly clutter the camp
and detract from other camper’s
enjoyment of the natural setting.

Craft Corner: 
Unleashing your inner artiste
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Dining Hall

We are delighted to have the excellence of
GB Catering providing our “thrice-daily”
sustenance. Chef Mike Poels and sous-chef

Patrick McCullagh have returned, and for this we are
delighted.

This winter two special projects occurred to
enhance our dining experience. A new stage was
built for the dining hall to create additional space for
announcements and for the banquet.  Special thanks to
Mike Lachance for his engineering feat.

Last year, we expanded our composting systems,
and over the winter explored options to improve our
composting capabilities. We have installed a
“molok” system developed in Scandanavian countries
which enables us to compost all organics (including
meats and bones and oils).  The system is air tight so
that there is no smell nor a means of attracting ani-
mals.  The municipality picks up the compost on a
weekly basis and takes it to a centralized composting
site.  So please help us with our composting efforts.

Tuck Shop
The Tuck shop is still one of the best “haunts” in

camp life. A new line of clothing has been intro-
duced this year. You will want to check out our vin-
tage t-shirts, our dry tech t-shirts, as well as the return
of pajama bottoms.  Thank you to those who pre-
ordered, and we hope to expand this pre-ordering sys-
tem next year.  Any suggestions or comments are wel-
comed, and these can be included on your camper
comment sheets. 

In an effort to minimize the
hours spent by junior staff col-
lecting bottles at the council

rings, we would like to encourage
campers to adopt the “Bring Out
What You Bring In” principle of
camping. If this is not possible,
please put recyclables in their
original cases as this will mini-
mize the handling and sorting
process for staff.

We are gradually converting Red
Pine Camp to energy-saving com-
pact fluorescent lighting. There
are minor health risks if these
bulbs are broken in their location.
If such a breakage should occur or
even if a bulb should burn out,
please contact the property staff
immediately as they are trained to
handle these situations.

In order to assist with
packing up your cabin, J.P. will run from
9:15 to 11:00. This should allow parents
sufficient time to load the car before having
to pick up the children.

What’s creating a buzz this summer?: Our ‘molok’
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Red Pine rules have been
established to maintain an
atmosphere of respect, a

sense of community and a safe
place for everyone.

· The camp does not have a per-
mit for the use of alcoholic bever-
ages. Discretion and considera-
tion for others are the main tenets
of Red Pine’s policy on alcohol.
Adult campers are permitted to
consume alcohol provided they use
maximum discretion and consume
it only in their immediate cabin
area and at all times avoiding dis-
turbing or offending friends and
neighbours.

· Bottles of alcohol and beer
should not be visible anywhere.
Drinks should never be carried
inside the dining hall, even on
dance night. Coolers should be left
inside the cabins.

· Out of respect for fellow
campers, there is an all-quiet rule
after 11 p.m. If you would like to
have a campfire in one of the camp
council rings (near cabin 17 or on
the shorestrip), noise should be
kept to a minimum. All campfires
should be inclusive.

· Amplified instruments are
not permitted at council rings.

· All garbage and any bottles
must be cleaned up in the council
ring after each use and not be left
for staff to remove. Nothing
should be left until the morning.

· Cigarette, cigar and pipe
smoking is a concern among
campers. Smoking is banned for
staff members. While smoking has
not been banned for campers, indi-
viduals who smoke are asked to
consider those around them and
stay a respectful distance from all
cabins and common buildings.

These rules are in place to pro-
vide a safe, clean and peaceful
environment for campers of all
ages and to ensure good role mod-
elling for children and staff. We
appreciate your co-operation.
